
P6E/P6E2 Hitch Lock Fitting Instructions

ML-P6E-1

Lock Lubrication.
IMPORTANT - To ensure free movement of the lock,
spray lock mechanism & ballbearings with WD40
(or equivalent) minimum every four months.

If fitting to the P6E 2004 trailer the storage bracket for the electrical socket must be removed and relocated to the
chassis as fig 2. Ensure all bolts that have been removed are refitted and tightened fully.

Lower the cover over the hitch handle. Insert lock bolt
through both holes of the cover. Fit the recessed cup over
end of lock bolt, then turn key a quarter turn to lock and
remove key.

Insert dummy ball when trailer is un-hitched by
lifting the hitch handle upwards and coupling in the
normal way.
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
