Fitting

4 1. Lower the hitch handle by inserting the dummy ball into the hitch
[ and pushing firmly upwards.

2. Pass up Hitchlock from beneath the coupling head ensuring front
fixing bolt fits inside. Note: A cut out is provided where a rear vertical
bolt fixing is used.

3. Place steel shield plate over the handle.

4. Insert the locking bolt through the two holes in the Hitchlock and push
Cup over end of locking bolt. Turn key Yz turn clockwise to lock and
Remove key.

To Unlock: Insert key, rotate 4 turn anti-clockwise and remove cap.
